Name of Grant Description

Grant Amount: Up to $1,000 matching grant.

Program. Businesses may be eligible for a reimbursement grant of up to 50 per cent of eligible costs

Grant Amount: Up to $1,000 matching grant.
Community-Building Micro-Grants
Neighbourhood(s) Description: Provides funding to non-profit organizations, business owners and operators. Funding
Micro-grant is available for projects with outcomes that include but are not limited to: enhancing community
safety, inspiring community connections, celebrating multicultural connections/awareness,
promoting beautification and cleanliness, building community capacity or advancing arts in the
community.
Grant Amount: Up to $500.
Neighbourhood Description: The Neighbourhood Revitalization Micro-grant provides business owners and
