Bylaw 19691

Vehicle For Hire Bylaw Amendment

Purpose

To amend trip record requirements for limousine companies in the Vehicle for Hire
Bylaw, Bylaw 17400.

Readings
Bylaw 19691 is ready for three readings.

A majority vote of City Council on all three readings is required for passage.

If Council wishes to give three readings during a single meeting, then prior to moving
third reading, Council must unanimously agree “That Bylaw 19691 be considered for
third reading.”

Position of Administration

Administration supports this Bylaw.

Report Summary

This report recommends removal of the trip record submission requirement for
limousine companies. This Bylaw, Attachment 1, amends the Vehicle for Hire Bylaw to
exclude limousine companies from the requirement to provide trip accounts.

Report

The Vehicle for Hire industry is an important part of the local economy, employing
Edmontonians and enhancing livability in the city by providing mobility options for
residents. The City Plan directs that Edmonton's mobility system should be safe,
secure, accessible and responsive.

In July 2017, the Vehicle for Hire Bylaw 17400 was amended to include the
requirement for dispatchers to provide trip records to the City to better understand
modes and patterns of citizen travel in Edmonton. This information can support
transportation and land use decisions for future planning.

As discussed at the March 24, 2021 Community and Public Services Committee
meeting, industry members raised concerns regarding the burden of reporting trip
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records and advocated for this requirement to be discontinued. Trip record information
from limousine services is not deemed to negatively impact citizen travel data should
