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If the City uses Pop-up Dog Parks to trial sites for ongoing off-leash areas, continuation of the Pop-up Dog Park
program would include evaluation of each individual site.

If the City uses Pop-up Dog Parks to provide temporary off-leash areas that are not intended to transition to
ongoing locations, evaluation would be completed every two years, on the same cycle as existing off-leash areas.
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
