Operating & Maintenance Overview

e Operating & Maintenance is planned and budgeted at a
city level

e Neighbourhoods are unique and have varying
requirements for operating and maintenance

e Reducing asphalt road area yields the largest life cycle,
operational and maintenance savings for the City

e Renewed assets lower maintenance costs

e Snow and Ice Control requirements may change
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Operating & Maintenance Overview

e Maintenance is scaled back in the 1-2 years prior to
reconstruction occurring

e Neighbourhoods requiring renewal generate a large
proportion of 311 messages that are eliminated after
reconstruction occurs

e Traffic safety features have been installed in prior
renewal neighbourhoods (before 2018) as well as in
neighbourhoods that have not completed renewal to
date
