To amend the Marquis Neighbourhood Structure Plan 

Recommendation 

That Bylaw 20825 be read a third time. 

Purpose 

To reconfigure land uses within the Marquis neighbourhood Town Centre, renaming the future 
proposed LRT line to a mass transit line, and adjustments to the primary road and mass transit 
networks.

Previous Council/Committee Action

Third reading of Bylaw 20824, Bylaw 20825, and Charter Bylaw 20827 are pending review by 
Edmonton Metropolitan Region Board.
