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THE JUMP PARK WILL UTILIZE EXISTING ELEVATED
LOCATION AS THE START PLATFORM FOR ALL JUMP

LINES. THE PARK WILL BE BUILT-UP FROM THE EXISTING
GROUND ELEVATION, WITH MINIMAL EXCAVATION.

THERE WILL BE NO TREE CLEARING ASSOCIATED WITH
THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE JUMP PARK.

THE ASPHALT SURFACED PUMP TRACK WILL USE EXISTING
ELEVATIONS, WITH MINIMAL EXCAVATION. LANDSCAPE BATTERS
WILL NOT BE LOCATED ON THE EXTERIOR OF THE TRACK TO
REDUCE IMPACTS TO TREES AND OTHER EXISTING VEGETATION.

PROMOTE SKILL DEVELOPMENT. EXCAVATION AND

VEGETATION REMOVAL WILL BE LIMITED.

A SERIES OF FLOW TRAILS ARE PROPOSED TO THE EAST OF THE
JUMP PARK AND PUMP TRACK. TRAIL DEVELOPMENT AND
ALIGNMENT TO BE DEVELOPED IN FIELD TO MINIMIZE
DISTURBANCE AND WILL BE DIRECTLY INFORMED BY RESULTS
FROM THE ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT ASSESSMENT. TRAILS TO
BE CONSTRUCTED WITH A COMBINATION OF IN-SITU AND
IMPORTED FILL MATERIAL FOR THE TOPPING. REFER TO
GEOTECHNICAL ENGINEER FOR SOIL RECOMMENDATIONS.
