The purpose of proposed Bylaw 19136 is to amend the Big Lake Area Structure Plan
to update the land use and population statistics table to align with the proposed
changes to the Kinglet Gardens Neighbourhood Structure Plan (Bylaw 19129) and
associated rezoning application (Bylaw 19130).
