Report 

Charter Bylaw 19387 proposes to rezone Lot 1, Block 1, Plan 9520748 from (DC2) 
Development Control Provision to (DC2) Site Specific Development Control Provision 
to allow the construction of an additional building to house accessory uses.  Changes 
to the DC2 Provision are proposed to facilitate an increase in the allowable height to 
16 metres (approximately 4 storeys) and a reduction of the required building setback to 
7.5 metres. The rezoning conforms to the Mill Woods Development Concept Plan. 
 
All comments from civic departments or utility agencies regarding this proposal have 
been addressed.
