A Bylaw to amend Bylaw 15717, as amended, being the

Edgemont Neighbourhood Area Structure Plan

WHEREAS pursuant to the authority granted to it by the Municipal Government Act, on
June 22, 2011 the Municipal Council of the City of Edmonton passed Bylaw 15717, the
Edgemont Neighbourhood Area Structure Plan;

WHEREAS Council found it desirable from time to time to amend the Edgemont
Neighbourhood Area Structure Plan through the passage of Bylaws 16285, 16398, 16548, 17662,
18125, 18402, 18542, 18568, 18914 and 19009; and

WHEREAS an application was received by Administration to amend the Edgemont
Neighbourhood Area Structure Plan;

WHEREAS Council considers it desirable to amend the Edgemont Neighbourhood Area
Structure Plan; and

NOW THEREFORE after due compliance with the relevant provisions of the Municipal
Government Act RSA 2000, ch. M-26, as amended, the Municipal Council of the City of

Edmonton duly assembled enacts as follows:

“Ten stormwater management facilities (SWMF) are designated within the Edgemont

deleting Row 9 under NASP Compliance within Section: Edmonton Suburban Design
Principles in Section 4.0 Planning Policy and Context, and replacing with:

“There are 12 smaller Top-of-Bank and pocket parks located throughout the
neighbourhood, as well as several greenways, Top-of-Bank trails, and ten SWMFs that
will meet the needs of residents for smaller and dispersed park space.”
