Bylaw 19661 proposes to amend the Oliver Area Redevelopment Plan to align with the 
associated rezoning application (Charter Bylaw 19662), to replace the DC1 (Area 15) 
text, amend Map 10 – Sub Area 4 – Zoning, and adjust existing policy to support the 
expansion of commercial development of the site.
