
Bylaw 19683  

A Bylaw to amend Bylaw 13717, as amended, being the 
Windermere Area Structure Plan through an amendment to the 

Glenridding Heights Neighbourhood Structure Plan  

WHEREAS pursuant to the authority granted to it by the Municipal Government Act on 

May 25, 2004, the Municipal Council of the City of Edmonton passed Bylaw 13717, being the 

Windermere Area Structure Plan; and 

WHEREAS City Council found it desirable to from time to time to amend Bylaw 13717, 

as amended, being Windermere Area Structure Plan by adding new neighbourhoods; and 

WHEREAS on July 4, 2011 Council adopted, as Appendix "C" to Bylaw 13717, as 

amended, the Glenridding Heights Neighbourhood Structure Plan by the passage of Bylaw 

15803; and 

WHEREAS Council has amended the Glenridding Heights Neighbourhood Structure 

Plan through the passage of Bylaw 16292, 16740, 16961, 17185, 17706, 17797, 18670, and 

19024; and 

WHEREAS an application was received by Administration to amend the Glenridding 

Heights Neighbourhood Structure Plan; and 

WHEREAS Council considers it desirable to amend the Glenridding Heights 

Neighbourhood Structure Plan; 

NOW THEREFORE after due compliance with the relevant provisions of the Municipal 

Government Act RSA 2000, ch. M-26, as amended, the Municipal Council of the City of 

Edmonton duly assembled enacts as follows:
