Administration   supports   this   proposed   Bylaw.   

Report   
The   purpose   of   proposed   Bylaw   19686   is   to   amend   the   Cromdale/Virginia   Park   Area   
Redevelopment   Plan   to   exempt   a   site   along   112   Avenue   NW,   between   78   and   79   
Street   NW   from   two   policies   which   currently   limit   the   use   of   the   site   to   low-rise   
apartment   and   low   density   housing,   and   also   restricts   any   further   commercial   
development   from   occurring   in   this   area.   One   map   is   also   being   amended   to   
redesignate   this   site   to   allow   for   a   mid-rise   apartment   at   the   subject   site.   This   plan   
amendment   is   associated   with   a   proposed   rezoning   (Charter   Bylaw   19687)   and   a   road   
closure   (Bylaw   19685).   
  

All   comments   from   civic   departments   or   utility   agencies   regarding   this   proposal   have   
been   addressed.
